Dr. Schmitz, induced Klose to deed to
the defendant certain vajuable property
in the Mission under peculiar circum-
stances, and, as it was alleged, by
means of fraudulcut representations.
Klose was very iil, and beinyg made to
believe that he was dying, was induced
to decd to llillenbrand that portion of
his property known as Hillenbrand’s
Hotel, with tho undcratanding that
should he recover the urolperty should
be retransferred to  Dhun. Klose
did recover, and wl.:a1 be de-
nanded the return ¢t the deed
he tound that Hillenbrand had trans.
ferrcd it o his wife. Both of them re-
fused to relinquizh their claims and
told Klose, who had been:-tmore than a
father ta them, to get out of the house,
us he was no longer wanted there. e
thercupon brought suit to recover the
property, and in remdering judginent
in his favor yesterday Judge [evy said:

From the testimony in the case, we sce
an old man, whose years are numbered
and who Is fast tottering on to the grave,
siving away the accunulations of a well-
spent life, or, in the vld man’s language,
which s more foreible thrn 1 can paintit,
“Do you suppose I wouid give nway all
1y property and go to tho Almshouse and
be burled ¢ paupers®

The evidence i this case shows that a
great wrongg hay een conunitted, and for
cevery wrotg there {8 a rensedy, sind a court
of equity will now iuterpose and giveto
this plalntiff the remedy he asks for.

The Court further helds that the con-
veyance from Klose to llilienbrand
was obtained by fraud and astifice and
that the transfer made by the latter to
bis wife was with fraudulent intent,
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
