Recommmended.

California-Street Railroad Fran-
chise—Dolores Street
Chstrueted.

‘““We're in sore diatress,” said a_gen-
tlerman to the members of the Streed
Commttee of the Board of Supervisors
vesterday. “We represent property-
owners and residents on Dolores street.
We bave suffered " from the refusal of
the Southern Pacilic Company to obey
the orders of this body in maintaining
the emubankment on our street. Since
the heavy rawns the bank of earth has
caused a dar, the resort for cats and
dogs with suicidal intentions. The
pool is a nuisance, covered as it 1s with
the bodics of animals in all stages of
decomposition.”

*The railroad was instructed toabate
the nuisasince long ayo,’ said Mr.
Pilster.  *Why hasn’t the work been
done?” he asked, turning to Superin-
tendeut Ashworth,

“Becaunse the road woulda't do it,”
replied that gentieman. **You can pass
orders, but you can't take the road by
the scrufl of the neck and make it
obey them.’’

““We want a bridge there,” said the
Dolores-street gentleman, .

“All right,” said the chairman, *“the
road is instructed apain to do the work
there, and the Superintendent has the
power to calt in police aid in making
the road abate the nuisance.”

The following protests were recorded :
Against the reruacadamizing ot Castro
street, between Fiitcenth and Six-
tev:th; against paving the crossing at
McAllister and Sutter streets; against
the pessage of proposed order tor
change of grade on Stockton |sireet,
between Calitornia and Pine; ageinst
the macadamizing ot Golden Gate ave-
nue, between Lyon and Scott | streets;
axainst parving with bituminous rock
Weister street, between Bush and
Pine; aeninst paving with bituminous
rock Twenty-fourth astreet, from Mis-
sion to Howard; against the pavieg of
Buchanan | strect, between MceAllister
and Fulton. "All the work is stopped
by these protests foF six months.

The foilowing retitions were favor-
ublv reported on:” Dredging the outlet
oi the Mission creek sewer; paving of
Lindea avenue, between Gough and
Octavia  streets; grading Mississippi
strect, between Sants Clara and Solano:
gradine, sewering and macadamizing
kleventh avenuo, from Point Lobos
avenue to A street; changing the grade
of tho crossings of Clements street with
Thirteenth and Fourteenth uvenues;

aving the crossing of Hyde street and
sroadway; paving  Fillmore [street,
from Union to Bay; paving Ivy ave-
nus, between Franklin and Octavia
strects, with bituminous rock.

The property owners at 1’olk and
Union and Filvert and Greenwich and
Lombard streets asked that the grades
at the crossings should not be chinnged.
Thuey beiieved that they were up to the
otlicizl grade, but a survey proved the
cvonirary. ‘I'hie petition will be granted.

The Californin Street Cable Rniiroad
Company was granted a frunclhise to
construct a single or double track, wita
necessary aund convenient stations,
switches, ete., ealong the following
sireets: Commencing at the intersec-
tion of O'Jarrell and Market  streets,
thence along O'Farrell to Jones, with
the right to conatruct curves into Junes
strect; on Jones street irom the south-
crly lime of Bush to I'ine, with curves
into I'ine; thence westerly along P'ine
to lHyde, with curves into Hyde; on
Calitornia, commencing ot Kearny,
easterly along Calitornia to Davis. The
cotupuny witl puy 2 per ceut of the
Kroso earnings on all the lines except
Californix street.

The petition of the Edison General
Electric Company for a bfiy years’
franchise to lay coniluits in the/streets
was passed for a week,

W. B. Farrcll asked & reasonable ap-
provriation for the improvement of
Alta Plaza. The commttee reporied
in favor of carrying out the imjrove-
ments that were recommended before.
The Supenntendent ot/ Streets was -
structed to revise the original plans
and advertise for bids for the work.

The committee considered the prop-
osition to abrogate all orders granting
privileges to inaividuals and corpora-
tious in the cight i;enrs prior to Junu-
ary 1, 13990, whicn hd not been used in
that time. The watter was jaid over
for one week.

The matter of the dredging of the
mouth of Mission creek was discussed
at lengthh, A large number of prop-
erty-owners were present (o urge on
the commitlee the necessity of imme-
diute uction, Many people” bad teen
compelled to erect bridges in order tu
et o their howes, the overtow was
j0 great,

The corumittee instracted the Street
Superintendent to prepare pluns and
speeifications to enable the board to
ndvertise for bids to dredge a proper
