The petition of property-owners for
a change of grade on Seventeenth
street, west of Douglass, was discussed,
but there being somse opposition the
matter was postponed for another
week,

The committee approved the expend-
iture of $20,000 by the Omnibus Cable
Company as a compliance with the
provirions of the order graunting the
company a franchise.

The protest of property-owners
against the construction of a sewerin
Colusa street was set for hearing before
the board next Monday evening.
