yesterday morning by dMrs. Schrader's
bLrother, A. H. Mutler, who lives at 1443
Dolores street-and is in business at'528
California street., Other acquaintances
also called and conﬂrmed the identifi-
cation.

Mrs. Schrader lived within 100.yards
¢t the railroad bridge and it would be
supposed that she was familiar with
the time trains passed that point.

CHINESE -CIGAR FACTORIES.

Dr. Hnrt Diclares They Are a Menase
to Public Health.

Dr. H. H. Hart, a member of the Board
of Health,” has been making'an inspec-
tion of the Chinese cigar factoriesin'the

city, and has prepared a report upon
the subject which he will submit to thc
Board at some future meeting.

The report shows that such places aro_
in a deplorable state. The shops arein
an unsanitary condition, while many of
the workmen are affiicted witlr con-
sumption or-a worce disease. He found
that laborers exhibiting symptoms of
cancer and skin diseases handle the fln-
{shed cigars, biting off the stems of
cigars to improve thelrappenrance. The
dactor says that “‘one stops to wondee
under what kind of soclial system we
are living, ard to what mercy some of
our smoking population owe their sal-
vation from two of the most dreaded.
diseases knowrmr to mankind.”

Dr. Hart will ask the Board to add
the inspection of such factories to the
duties of one of the present inspectors,
and begin a campaign that will bring
about a reform that is certalnly mucl
needed.
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
